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Landsdale Junior Cricket Club was established in 2002 by the Landsdale Senior Cricket Club and played its first season in 2002/03.

Landsdale Senior Cricket Club was formed in 1928 and was originally known as the Woodville Cricket Club and was based at Woodville Reserve North Perth.

The club had a name change in 1979 (Woodville Greenwood Cricket Club) with its move to the northern suburbs and again in 2002 when the club was renamed Landsdale Cricket Club.      

In the first season for Landsdale Junior Cricket Club we had only the Have A Go program with 26 registered players.

In 2008/09 we had 168 registered players from Have A Go through to under 15’s.




The club is known as the Landsdale “Lions” Junior Cricket Club (inc.)

The objectives of the club as stated in the Club’s constitution are;
· To encourage and foster the game of cricket in an atmosphere of good sportsmanship, good citizenship and honesty.

· To promote and conduct the playing of cricket in accordance with the rules laid down by the Association. (NWMCA)


Landsdale Junior Cricket Club competes in the North West Metropolitan Cricket Association (NWMCA) which is affiliated with the Western Australian Cricket Association (WACA).

Registration with the Landsdale Junior Cricket Club is available to boys and girls from 5 years of age. Players younger than 5 years have been accepted in the past.
Players are allocated to teams based on their age as at 1 September each year.

Players are permitted to play up to a maximum of two (2) years above their actual age group.

Ie: a player eligible to play under 12’s may play up to under 14’s.

Girls are permitted to play up to a maximum of two (2) years below their actual age group.

Ie: a female player eligible to play under 13’s may play under 11’s.  




Training days and times will vary for each team.
Although the club will endeavour to have training at convenient times and locations, we are limited by ground availability and the times that coaches can make training.  

Please refer to your team coach or the club website for exact details. 



Match days and times are set by the Association.
Parents are requested to have players at the ground on match days at least 20 minutes (or as requested by the coach) prior to the commencement time to allow for warm ups and team placements.

For details that apply to your team please refer to your team coach or the club website.
Please note that match times are usually 8.30am for all grades.

For under 12’s up to 16’s only. When playing a one day fixture matches commence at 8.00am.




Match Days (competition teams)
Players in the age groups of Under 10’s and older are required to be suitably attired for match days.
Players are expected to wear 


· A white or club playing shirt. 

· White shorts or long cricket trousers.

· Shoes and Socks which are majority white.

· White or club wide brim hat or cap.

Playing shirts, caps and wide brim hats can be purchased from the club. (see merchandise)

Training Days (competition teams)
Players in all age groups from under 10’s are permitted to wear casual clothing for training.

For player safety shoes MUST be worn in all instances.

Where possible the club will arrange training shirts for each of the teams with the support of club sponsors. Players are asked to wear these shirts as part of their training outfit where provided.   

Have A Go 

Have A Go players are supplied with a hat as part of their cricket pack.

Players are encouraged to wear their hat, a white, yellow or club shirt (see merchandise) and shoes and socks to each session.

Playing membership consists of an annual fee only.
The amount of membership is dependent on the grade being played.
Please refer to the club website or contact a member of the committee for details relevant to your child’s grade.
No discount applies for multiple members from one family as the club endeavours to keep fees at a low rate for the benefit of all players.

Amongst other items, these fees are used to provide; all required playing equipment, sun screen and first aid kits for all teams, end of season trophies, team photographs and insurance cover.




Each year the club takes out insurance to cover players that take part in club training and games.
This insurance covers for out of pocket medical expenses if an injury is received while training or competing for the club and is included as part of the annual membership cost.

The club provides all necessary equipment and protective gear for match and training days.
All protective equipment MUST be worn as required. Players refusing to wear protective equipment as instructed will not be allowed to take part in any match or training sessions.

This equipment is purchased for general use by all players and not for any one individual specifically.

Players are encouraged to purchase gear and equipment for their personal needs as required.




The club will occasionally conduct raffles or fundraising activities throughout the season to cover the cost of equipment purchases to prevent the need to increase fees.
We ask that any fundraising activities be actively supported as funds raised from these events are used for the direct benefit of all club members.

Smoking

Coaches are encouraged not to smoke in the presence of players during any club fixture or at training venues. Parents are also encouraged to follow this policy.

Alcohol & other Drugs

Where alcohol is sold at any club function, low strength and non alcoholic alternatives will be available. 

No alcohol is served to patrons under the age of 18 years or to intoxicated patrons attending any club social event.

The use of illicit and performance enhancing drugs is not tolerated.

Sun / Heat Protection

The club will endeavour to ensure that where available, natural shade will be utilized to protect players and spectators from UVR. Where this is not possible shade protection, either temporary or fixed, is available to players and spectators.
Sunscreen is supplied to each team and is available to players, coaches and spectators.

No Hat No Play

From season 2007/08 our Association has enforced a “No Hat No Play” policy.

As such our club falls in line with this policy and enforces the wearing of hats in all grades.

The type of hat to be worn will remain optional (cap or wide brim) providing it meets with the clubs requirements, although the use of wide brim hats is encouraged.

Sports Safety

Effective risk management practices will include;

Equipment provided for use by players is in working order and if not is reported to the Property Officer and replaced immediately.
Rule regarding compulsory wearing of helmets and safety equipment is enforced.

Players are encouraged and reminded to have water available at all training and match sessions.

First Aid kits including ice packs are supplied with all team kits.
