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Introduction

All players, parents, and coaches are expected to abide by the following codes whilst representing the Landsdale Junior Cricket Club or attending a fixture involving a Landsdale Junior Cricket Club team.
The term “parent” also includes and represents family members, friends, supporters and general spectators following the club. 

Coaches Code of Conduct

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every player.

· Ensure the cricketer’s time spent with you is a positive one.

· Treat each player as an individual.

· Be fair, considerate and honest with your players.

· Be professional and accept responsibility for your actions.

· Make a commitment to provide a quality service to your players.

· Operate within the rules and spirit of the game.

· Refrain from any form of personal abuse, physical or otherwise, or any form of harassment to your players or the opposition.

· Provide a safe training and playing environment.

· Teach young cricketers to enjoy the challenges this sport offers, accept success gracefully and respond to failure and defeat with renewed determination.

· Be a positive role model for your charges.

Parents Code of Conduct

· Remember that children play sport for their enjoyment, not yours.

· Encourage children to participate, do not force them.

· Focus on the child’s efforts and performance rather than winning or losing.

· Encourage children to always play by the rules.

· Never ridicule or yell at a child for making a mistake.

· Remember children learn best by example. Applaud good play by players on both sides.

· Respect official’s decisions and teach children to do likewise.

· Show appreciation for volunteer coaches, officials and administrators. Without them your child could not participate.

· Help out as best you can.

Players Code of Conduct

· Play by the rules at all times

· Never argue with an official. If you disagree, have your captain, coach or manager approach the official during a break or after the game to seek clarification.

· Control your temper. Verbal abuse of officials or other players, deliberately distracting or provoking an opponent (sledging) is not acceptable behaviour in cricket or any sport.

· Work equally hard for yourself and the team. Your team’s performance will benefit and so will you. Cricket is a team game.

· Be a good sport. Applaud all good play, whether they are your team or the opposition.

· Treat all players with respect and as you would like to be treated. Do not interfere with, bully or take unfair advantage of another player.

· Co-operate with your coach team mates and opponents. Without them there would be no game.

· Play for the fun of the game and for your enjoyment not just to please your parents and coach.
